Rules & Procedures for PYC boats
Outline

To help encourage new sailors participate in our club programs, the Portland Yacht Club (PYC) has a number of training boats available for hire on a week by week basis. We currently have Club owned Minnows, Optis, Pacers, Laser radials and SB20s which may be used by financial members of the PYC. By utilizing the club boats you will be able to gain more knowledge about the different classes available and be better informed to purchase a boat of your own. 
Fees

For the Green Fleet and SheSails programs, the PYC will provide boats free of charge for your first season. 
After your first season, fees will be as follows:

Optis, Pacers & Lasers:

$15 per person, per session. 
SB 20:



$20 per person, per session.

Fees shall be paid with card or cash at the bar prior to use.
100% of these fees go back into insurance costs, ongoing maintenance costs and the upgrade of our club boats in the future.
Restrictions

Club boats are only to be used for our official club programs where a suitable rescue craft for conditions is operated by no less than two capable PYC members. Additional training days may only be arranged with Sailing Committee on a case by case basis.
Wind limit for Sunday Sailing will be determined by Race Officer/Sailing Committee. 

For all other programs the wind limit will be 18 knots (forecast or actual)
If you are not yet a financial member but wish to participate in any of our programs, you must register for a Sailpass with Australian Sailing prior to using any club boat. Australian Sailing governs our sport and being an affiliated club, the PYC must ensure all our members are registered with AS to ensure we have adequate insurance cover for all participants. This can be done via our website under the heading “Sailpass” This is available for up to three sailing days. If you wish to continue after those three days, you will be required to join the club as a member.

The use of the SB20s shall be restricted to members who have completed the required training on transporting, launching, sailing and storing of boats. If you are interested in completing the training for the SB20s please see a member of the Sailing Committee to arrange a time for induction.
Conditions of use
1. The Sailing Committee shall have final say on the allocation of all club boats. Preference shall always be given to the newest club members present. SheSails members shall always have priority to one of the SB20s
2. All participants intending to use club boats must be signed up to our “PYC Club Boats” WhatsApp group. All crew are required to sign in to this group with their Full Name, Boat Name/Number, Payment Status and Life Jacket Number prior to use. Once off the water all crew are required to sign off with their Full Name, Boat Name/Number and detail any damage or maintenance needed.  
3. For Sunday Racing, you will need to register your crew on the “PYC Club Boats” WhatsApp group between 1700hrs Wednesday prior and 1700hrs Saturday prior. This will ensure crews have an allocated boat prior to race day and the Sailing Committee can organize adequate rescue craft and operators prior to race day. Sailing Committee may refuse the use of a boat if not registered in the required time period.
4. All participants must ensure a correct fitting PFD is used at all times on the water. If a club PFD is used, its number must be noted in “PYC Club Boats” as per point 2
5. All participants shall ensure a suitable rescue craft for the conditions is in the sailing area, ready for use, prior to launching. SB20s shall have a radio onboard at all times and must maintain contact with rescue craft.
6. Ensure all equipment for each boat is stored in the correct locations. All boats have a number on the bow which corresponds to the sail number and all other parts (rudders, centerboards, etc.). All boats, sails and parts are to remain “matched”.
Minnows & Pacers:

· Masts shall be left rigged with boom, boom vang and mainsheet in place
· Rudder and centerboards shall remain in place on individual boats

· All sails shall be stored in the sail locker opposite the Southern door of clubrooms. Ensure sails are stored in the bag with the same sail number. Battens are to remain in the sails at all times.

· Covers shall be fitted to boats when not in use 
Lasers:

· Masts shall be left in one piece, setup for radial rigs only. Masts shall be stored in the racks along the fence.

· Booms shall be stored on the deck of the corresponding boats, with mainsheet and outhaul constantly attached.

· Rudder and centerboard shall remain on individual boats

· All sails shall be stored in the sail locker opposite the Southern door of clubrooms. Ensure sails are stored in the bag with the same sail number. Battens are to remain in the sails at all times.

Opti’s:

· Masts shall be removed from boats. Sails & boom shall remain on the mast, rolled around the mast and stored in the boat shed. 

· Mainsheet, rudder and centerboard shall stay in cockpit of each boat

· Covers shall be fitted to boats when not in use
SB20s:

· Masts, booms and sheets are to be kept on boats. 
· All sails shall be stored in their bag on the corresponding boats under cover
· Rudder shall be stored in its cover and stay in cockpit of each boat

· Covers shall be fitted to boats when not in use

7. Ensure that all hatch covers and bungs are in place and tightened prior to yachts leaving PYC yard, not on beach as bung washers get lost. Ensure all venturies are raised prior to launching. Failure to do this may result in loss of vessel
8. It is your responsibility to ensure club boats don’t obtain any damage while in use. This includes rigging as well as on the water activities. If parts break due to wear and tear, the club will replace as needed. If, however, other damage is obtained due to incorrect rigging, launching/retrieval, or sailing, you will be held responsible and will be required to organize and pay for any repair or replacement costs.
9. After use, return boats to PYC yard. Once in yard, remove the bungs. Do not remove bungs before boats are back in yard as bung washers may fall off. Sit front of boat on trestle so all the water drains out of boyancy tanks and cockpit and secure trolley to ensure it will not be blown off stand or trolley. Wash the boats and rigging with fresh water. Check all buoyancy tanks are empty of water. Ensure the sails are dry and stored. Fit covers back on boats. If there is any damage or maintenance needed, record it when signing off in “PYC Club Boats” WhatsApp group and report to Instructor or Officer of the day.
Hiring of boats for Regattas
Club boats may be available to hire for Australian Sailing sanctioned regattas.

To hire club boats for regattas the applicants must:

1. Ensure membership is current as a full Senior or Junior sailing member.

2. Fill out the form below and email to the Sailing Committee 2 meetings prior to the Regatta requesting the use of a club boat. This should include person responsible, full crew list, boat required, trailer arrangements, towing car arrangements and registration. They shall also address storage & launching requirements of craft while in their care.
3. If the Sailing Committee is satisfied with their proposal, the Sailing Committee will send out a hire agreement requesting more details.

4. The Sailing Committee reserves the right to cancel a hire agreement at any time.

Rates for regattas are follows:

SB20  


$80 per day

Pacer


$30 per day

Laser Radial 

$15 per day
Optimist


$15 per day

Boats will be covered by our club insurance policy. A bond of $500 per boat will be required prior to pickup of craft.

Fees will be based on the amount of days advertised in the Notice Of Race, not the actual days sailed.

All fees must be paid in full prior to the Regatta.

As with our club hiring, it is your responsibility to ensure club boats don’t obtain any damage while in use. This includes transport, rigging and on the water activities. If parts break due to wear and tear, the club will replace as needed. If, however, other damage is obtained due to incorrect transport, rigging, launching/retrieval, or sailing, you will be held responsible and will be required to organize and pay for any repair or replacement costs.
