ORGANISING AUTHORITY AND VENUE

The 2023 Portland Regatta will be conducted from Saturday, 4th November, 2023 to Sunday, 5th November, 2023 inclusive, by the Portland Yacht Club Inc. on the waters of Portland Bay, Victoria
1.     
RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of Australian Sailing (AS), and the Rules of the relevant Class Associations of Victoria which pertain to each yacht participating, except as any of these are changed by these sailing instructions.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS


Notices to Competitors will be posted on the official notice board located in the South West corner of the Clubhouse.

3.
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any change to the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the official notice board, no less than one (1) hour before the commencement of a race on the day it will take effect, except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 hours on the day before it will take effect. International code flag “L” will be hoisted from the clubhouse mast accompanied by one sound signal.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE


Signals made ashore will be displayed from the clubhouse mast.


International Code Flag “AP”, with two sound signals (and one when lowered) means “the race is postponed”. The Warning Signal will be made not less than 30 minutes after the “AP” is lowered.

No warning signal shall be made after 1300 hours on the last day of racing.   

Note: There may be more than one race sailed per session. Code Flag L will be displayed at the

            finish if there are more races to come
Courses and start times for Juniors and Keelboats will be set according to prevailing weather conditions and will be displayed on the club course board.
6. DIVISIONS AND CLASSES

For a division to be valid there needs to be a minimum of two (2) boats entered and start in races where points will be awarded.

Division 1 will consist of Keelboats

Division 2 will consist of Catamarans

Division 3 will consist of OTB Monos

Division 4 will consist of Trailables/ Sportsboats

Division 5 will consist of Juniors/ Intermediate

Division Flags will be the Numeral Pennant corresponding to each Division. Juniors will be advised at their briefing. Divisions may be started out of sequence. More than one division may be started at the same time. If there are 5 or more boats of the same class, they may have their own division.
7. RACING AREAS

The racing area will be set in the confines of Portland Bay and detailed on course board each day
 
8. COURSE


The courses for each race will be posted on the course board to suit the prevailing conditions. Any subsequent change of course shall be indicated by the relevant signals. 
10. AREAS THAT ARE OBSTRUCTIONS

· Please stay clear of all shipping
· Keep clear of the breakwater and watch for fishing lines at the end of the breakwater

11. THE START

Division 1 will be a 5 min sequence. Division 2,3,4and 5 any and other subsequent divisions will be started with the warning signal made 3 minutes before the starting signal. This changes rule 26.
Two or more divisions may be started at the same time. The warning signal for each succeeding class shall be made with or after the start signal of the preceding class.

The starting line will be between the staff displaying an orange flag on the Committee boat and a white teardrop at the pin end of the starting line. 

Boats whose Preparatory Signal has not been made shall keep clear of the starting area and of all boats whose Preparatory Signal has been made.


A boat starting later than10 minutes after her starting signal will be scored DNS
12.
RECALLS

Any recalls will be signalled in accordance with RRS Rule 29, with the exception that recalled divisions may be started after all other divisions
13.
SHORTENED COURSE


Courses may be shortened in accordance with RRS Rule 32

14.
FINISH

The finish line will be between the staff displaying a blue flag on the Committee boat and a white teardrop buoy.
14.
PENALTIES

RRS Rule 44.1 will apply. 
For the Catamaran division, rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty.
16.
TIME LIMIT

The time limit for Divisions 1 will be three hours. 
The time limit for Divisions 2, 3, 4 & 5 will be 90 minutes.

Boats failing to finish within thirty minutes after the first boat finishes or within the time limit, whichever is sooner, will be scored “Did Not Finish”. This changes rule 35.

17.
PROTESTS AND HEARINGS

Protests shall be written on forms available at the clubhouse and delivered to the Principal Race Officer of the Regatta within 90 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the day.

Protests will be heard in approximately the order of receipt as soon as possible.

Protest notices will be posted on the Official Notice Board within 30 minutes of the protest time to inform competitor’s in which they are parties to a hearing or named as witnesses.
18.
SCORING

The Low Point scoring system, of Appendix A, will apply. Regardless of the amount of races completed, a boats series score will be the total of her race scores. 
19.1    SAFETY REGULATIONS

The A.S. Special Regulations as contained in RRS 2021-2024 Part 1 & 2, as appropriate, shall apply. Class Rules shall prevail in the event of any conflict between requirements. All crew members of any boat that does not have life lines installed shall fit and wear an approved Personal Flotation Device while racing. This modifies RRS Rule 40.

INTENTION TO RACE
For each race session, any boat intending to race shall enter its details on the Sign on/Sign off Sheet located in the South West corner of the Clubhouse. Each boat shall sign off no later than 30 minutes from the last boat to complete that race. Boats failing to comply may be scored “Did Not Finish”. 
20.
RADIO COMMUNICATION


A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. Boats with radios must have them switched on in case of emergency. Radio communication for the Portland Yacht Club Inc. and its rescue craft is VHF 73.
21.
PRIZES


Trophies and prizes will be awarded at the discretion of the Regatta Committee.


Presentations will take place as soon as possible after the finish of the last race on Sunday

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The Portland Yacht Club Inc. will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
The Portland Yacht Club Inc. reserves the right to refuse any entry.
23        INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $10 million per event.
